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Making  a  good  first  impression

Going to a foreign country is difficult. Everything is different. Even easy things like introductions can be difficult. In the listening section, Won Jung bows to his teacher, and she laughs at him. She laughs because Americans don’t bow when they meet new people; they only shake hands. She thought bowing was strange. Won Jung probably knows that Americans don’t bow, but it is easy to forget all the little things when so much is new.

Another example is Won Jung’s question. Mrs. Rose is 

angry when he tells her she is beautiful and asks her about her age. He didn’t know that saying, “You are beautiful” to a woman sometimes means “I want to be your boyfriend.” And he didn’t know that asking about a person’s age is not polite in the U.S.A.
